As an occasional cyclist here is a route | can say | completed myself, the route is
approximately 9.2 Miles, mostly downhill on road the first leg, although this part of the
Blackwater Trail could get quite muddy in parts, also there are some inclines on the way back,
and one tough hill, where | had to dismount and walk for a short distance.

Start at The Old Ducane, Great Braxted proceed toward Wickham Bishops via Tiptree Rd,
until you reach a sharp bend in the road, and then turn right into Braxted Rd, follow the road
passing another fork in the road where you stay left and follow the road down until you reach
the junction of Tiptree Rd with The War Memorial on your left, turn tight at this junction and
follow Tiptree Rd down until you reach the cross Roads at Snow corner.

Proceed straight over at the cross roads with Wickham Bishops Village Hall on your right, and
follow Church Road as far as you can passing the beautiful St Bartholomews Church on your
left.
